Today, the 4™ Sunday of Lent, we are
confronted with the Gospel story of
the man born blind whom Jesus cures.
These stories are not just stories. The

Church from the 3™ century on
deliberately placed these stories
within the framework - of preparing
non-Christians for Christian Baptism at
Easter. It was a journey out of a pagan
environment and lifestyle into a
Christian way of life. In the story we
are asked to go deeper - to
acknowledge our blind spots, biases,
that keep us from faith, from seeing
as God sees. We judge by outward
appearance, image, but God sees the
heart of each of us. There's a 2-fold
journey in this Gospel passage: as the
blind man receives physical sight, he
comes, despite the attacks on him, to
acknowledge Jesus as prophet, as one
from God, to a belief and worship of
Jesus. The Pharisees, on the other
hand, move from physical sight to the
blindness of unbelief, the refusal to
believe in Jesus, the light of the world.
Through  sticking to his own
experience, i.e. through personal
verification of the fruth as he has
experienced it, the blind man comes to
a profound belief in Jesus. Where are
we in this passage?
