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MAKING A BETTER CONFESSION

Many of us are unhappy about confession. And it
doesn’'t seem to have much to do with giving the
sacrament other names, as the Catechism of the
Catholic Church does, with being able to choose
between the traditional confession and face to
face, or with celebrating this sacrament
individually or in common with others.

One big stumbling block is the way we examine
our conscience. Very often we don’t seem to be
able to find anything worth confessing; or we often
come up with the same old faults time after time.
The root of the problem is that we think we have to
examine our conscience on our own instead of
with the help of Our Lord Jesus & His Holy Spirit.

Another reason for disappointing confessions is
telling the symptoms instead of the sin. If we felt
feverish and had a skin rash and a coated tongue,
we'd expect the doctor to diagnose what was
causing these symptoms and to treat the
underlying sickness. When we examine our
conscience on our own, we often dont go far
enough in our diagnosis. We only look at the
symptoms. We confess as sins, what are really
the symptoms of a deep and hidden soul-sickness:
a constant attitude of self-interest that has trapped
us in habits of self-centred behaviour or a
persistent weakness.

It is these deep-down attitudes that lie at the root
of our symptoms—sins that we must ask Jesus to
unmask. It is these we should bring before Him
and His Spirit in confession.
