Today, the Fifth Sunday of Easter, we 

celebrate Respect Life Sunday, with the 

theme – “Respecting Life, Respecting 

Nature”.

The 

Copenhagen conference may have 

focussed on controlling carbon emissions, 

but its population activists seek drastic 

population control. Study the document 

Respecting life, Respecting nature, know 

the issues at stake and voice our concern.
